The car of the Month for April is a 2004 Mustang Mach 1 owned by Steve & Sue Oliver

Steve bought his Mach 1 after learning that Ford was not going to continue the Mach 1 package on the new S197
platform that appeared for the 2005 model year. Steve was drawn to the style of the Mach 1 and thinks one of its best
features is the functionalShaker" hood. All Mach ones featured this hood and the cars could be had with a 5 speed

manual or a 4 speed automatic. Steve chose the 5 SpEeid.style of Mach 1 Mustang wasly built in 2003 / 2004.

The 2003 and 2004 cars are nearly identical withonly changes being two new colors for 2004 along with the valve
covers and plug covers. These were painted black in 2003 and left bare aluminum in 2004. All Mach 1's feature a 4.
liter V-8 engine with dual over head cams and 32 valves. These angiaduce 305 horse power @ 5800 rpm's and
320 Ib/ft of torque at 4200 rpm'sThey also feature some trick pieces compared to the standard GT, like bigger rotors

both front and rear, painted calipers up front, and unique 17" wheels designed to pay ttdbthe original 15" wheels
