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Car of The Month 
The car of the month for June 2009 is a 2001 Ford Mustang GT  

owned by Bill Persi 
 

If some of you think that Bill Persi's  Mustang GT looks familiar you're right. Bill acquired his 2001 

Mustang GT in a trade with club member Mike Young. Bill is the third owner of this 2001 GT. The 

color on Bill's Mustang GT is called Performance Red. Ford only put this color on the Mustang for 

two years, 2000 and 2001. In 2001 it is a rare color with only 6.3% of the Mustangs built that year 

painted this color. Ford rated their 4.6 liter V-8 at 260 Horse Power. When Bill got the car the 

previous owner had already started to improve on this. The car already had the BBK cold air intake, 

the Flowmaster Mufflers, the Steeda Short Throw Shifter and the Hypertech Power Programmer. 

Beyond those mods the car is still a stock GT with its 2 valve 4.6 Liter V-8 and its stock 3.27 gears in 

the rear. Bill set about making this car look different by adding a 2001 Cobra Hood and front 

Bumper. He also added Cobra brakes to give the car some whoa along with its go. Bill took his car to 

Ubly Dragway with the club last month and ran a best quarter mile time of 14.119 @ 99.48 MPH. 

For those who have not seen many 4.6 liter Mustangs run, this is a fantastic time. With a set of 

stickier tires Bill might have gotten into the high 13's as his 60ft time was only a 2.178 on this run. 

Bill has no immediate plans for the car beyond driving and enjoying it. He is busy putting time into 

his 1978 Cobra. He will be taking that car to the Pinks All Out at U.S. 131 Motorsports park in Martin 

Michigan on July 11th. A second generation drag racer, Bill hopes to make the show at Pinks and I'm 

sure you will be able to see him at our next drag strip day.  
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
